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SURGICAL TECHNIQUE

Insert a guide wire through the long end of the Parallel Wire 
Guide to the appropriate depth. Check placement of the wire 
with fluoroscopy (Fig. 1).

Place Parallel Wire Guide over first pin into the short 
hole of the Parallel Wire Guide. 
Insert the second guide wire through the long end of 
the Parallel Wire Guide to the appropriate depth. Check 
placement of guide wire with fluoroscopy (Fig. 2).

Slide the tapered end of the Direct Measurement Device over 
the guide wire down to the bone (Fig. 3). 

Read the scale at the end of the guide wire to determine 
appropriate screw length.

Slide cannulated drill bit over the guide wire and drill to 
desired depth (Fig. 4).

Place the appropriate length screw over the guide wire. Use 
the cannulated screwdriver or cannulated screwdriver shaft 
to insert and tighten screw (Fig. 5).

Remove and discard the guide wire.

Note: Washers may be used to prevent screw head from 
sinking into the bone. Be careful not to overtighten.

Caution: Do not bend washers

An intraoperative radiograph is recommended to check final 
reduction and confirm final implant placement (Fig. 6).

Wound is closed according to surgeon preference

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REMOVAL

Expose the screw head and remove the screws 
using a solid screwdriver for the removal of 
cannulated screws (Fig. 7).

Caution: Do not use the cannulated screwdriver or 
cannulated screwdriver shaft for implant removal.
